Eligibility:

Awards are open to all psychology postgraduates who teach on undergraduate, postgraduate, or continuing education courses in UK institutions of higher or further education.

How to apply:

Nominations for this award must be made by both a colleague (a postgraduate who teaches or a lecturer) and a student of the nominee (postgraduate, undergraduate, or continuing-education student). The application deadline for 2011 is Monday 28 February 2011. The winner will be notified by Friday 25 March 2011. 

Adjudication:
An evaluation committee will be established to include at least one member from the PsyPAG committee (typically the learning and teaching support network representative), one PGwT regional coordinator (typically the National coordinator), one member of the Psychology Network staff who will serve as chair of the evaluation committee, and one psychology lecturer who will be invited by the chair to adjudicate. Additional evaluators may be called in if needed. The evaluation committee reserves the right not to make an award. Decisions of the committee are final.

Guidelines:

The nominee should describe, in 500 worlds or less, why he /she believe they should be considered for this award.

The colleague nominator should describe, in 500 words or less, how the applicant has made a positive impact on the teaching community with reference to the following criteria:

· Innovation in curriculum development, modes of teaching or assessment

· Supporting students in realising their potential

· Making a positive impact on the teaching community whether in the department, institution, or the wider community

· Evidence of evaluation of their teaching and student learning

The student nominator should describe, in 500 words or less, how effective the applicant is as a teacher in terms of inspiring and encouraging students, with particular reference to the following criteria:

· How does this person inspire and encourage your interest in psychology?

· What does this person do that other teachers don’t that makes his or her teaching stand out?

· How does this person motivate you to achieve high standards?

· How does this person support your learning?

Prize:

A £250 prize will be awarded to the recipient. In addition, the recipient’s registration fee for the biennial Psychology Learning and Teaching (PLAT) conference will be paid. During years when there is no PLAT conference, the recipient’s registration fee, travel and accommodation expenses will be paid for the PsyPAG conference.  

Guidelines for recipients:

· Recipients will be expected to give a short talk at either PsyPAG or PLAT depending upon which conference is supported by the award that year. The recipient is welcome to participate in both conferences if desired but only one will be paid for by this award. The conference sponsored this year is PsyPAG 2011 taking place at The University of Bangor 6 July to 8 July. See http://www.psypag.co.uk/psypag-conference
